Med hogskola menas alla slags larosdten som enligt nationell lagstiftning eller praxis erbjuder
erkdnda examina och andra behérighetsbevis inom héogre utbildning eller yrkesutbildning pa
hégskoleniva.
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Som Erasmusstudent har du ratt att forvanta dig
foljande:

e Din hemhogskola och din mottagande hogskola ska ha ett avtal sinsemellan.

e Din hemhégskola och din mottagande hdgskola/praktikanordnare ska underteckna ett
undervisnings-/praktikavtal (Learning/Training Agreement) med dig innan du ger dig av
dér det anges vad du ska gdra utomlands, inklusive de studiepoang du ska avldgga.

e Du behdver inte betala avgifter till din mottagande hogskola for undervisning,
registrering, examination eller tilltrade till laboratorier eller bibliotek under dina
Erasmusstudier.

* Din hemhogskola ska fullsténdigt erkdnna de studiepodng som du klarat av under ditt
Erasmusutbyte, i enlighet med undervisningsavtalet (Learning Agreement).

o Nar du avslutar din vistelse utomlands ska du fa ett registerutdrag (Transcript of Records)
over dina studier eller din praktik som dr undertecknat av din mottagande hégskola
eller foretag. | utdraget ska dina resultat anges med podng och betyg. Om du gjort praktik
som inte ingar i en normal kursplan ska praktiken atminstone registreras i tilldgget till ditt
examensbevis (Diploma Supplement).

e Din mottagande hogskola ska ge dig samma behandling och service som den ger sina
egna studenter.

¢ Du ska ha tillgang till din hemhogskolas och din mottagande hégskolas Erasmus
University Charter och Erasmus Policy Statement.

¢ Dina studiebidrag eller studielan fran ditt hemland ska fortsétta att gélla nédr du &r
utomlands.

Som Erasmusstudent forvantas du:

Folja reglerna och skyldigheterna i ditt Erasmusstipendieavtal med din hemhdogskola eller
ditt nationella programkontor.

Se till att alla andringar i ditt undervisningsavtal (Learning Agreement) omedelbart
faststélls skriftligen av bade din hemhogskola och din mottagande hégskola.

Tillbringa hela din studietid eller praktiktid som avtalat pa den mottagande hégskolan
eller foretaget, dven genomga tentamina och andra examinationsformer, och félja de
regler som galler ddr.

Skriva en rapport om dina studier eller din praktik inom Erasmus nar du atervander och
pa begéran ldamna dina synpunkter till din hemhggskola, Europeiska kommissionen eller
det nationella programkontoret.

Om du far problem:

Identifiera problemet tydligt och kontrollera dina rattigheter och skyldigheter.

Kontakta din institutions Erasmussamordnare och anvand vid behov den formella
overklagandeprocessen vid din hemhogskola.

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The status of ‘Erasmus student’ applies to students
who satisfy the Erasmus eligibility criteria and who
have been selected by their university*to spend an Erasmus
period abroad - either studying at an eligible partner university
or carrying out a placement in an enterprise or other appropriate
organisation. For study mobility, both universities must have an

Erasmus University Charter awarded by the European Commission. -
For placement in enterprise the home university must hold E R A M U

an extended Erasmus University Charter (i.e. also covering rights
STUDENT CHARTER

and obligations relating to placements).

* “University” means any type of higher education institution which,
in accordance with national legislation or practice, offers recognised
degrees or other recognised tertiary level qualifications,
or vocational education or training at tertiary level.
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As an Erasmus student, you are entitled to expect:
e Your home and host universities to have an inter-institutional agreement.

e The sending and receiving institutions to sign with you and before you leave
a Learning/Training Agreement setting out the details of your planned
activities abroad, including the credits to be achieved.

¢ Not to have to pay fees to your host university for tuition,
registration, examinations, access to laboratory and library facilities
during your Erasmus studies.

e Full academic recognition from your home university for satisfactorily
completed activities during the Erasmus mobility period, in accordance
with the Learning/Training Agreement.

e To be given a transcript of records at the end of your activities abroad,
covering the studies/work carried out and signed by your host institution/

enterprise. This will record your results with the credits and grades achieved.

If the placement was not part of the normal curricula, the period will
at least be recorded in the Diploma Supplement.

e to be treated and served by your host university in the same way
as their home students.

e to have access to the Erasmus University Charter
and European Policy Statement of your home and host universities.

* Your student grant or loan from your home country
to be maintained while you are abroad.

As an Erasmus student, you are expected to:

Respect the rules and obligations of your Erasmus grant
agreement with your home university or your National Agency.

Ensure that any changes to the Learning/Training Agreement are agreed
in writing with both the home and host institutions immediately they occur.

Spend the full study/placement period as agreed at the host university/
enterprise, including undergoing the relevant examinations or other forms
of assessment, and respect its rules and regulations. Write a report on your
Erasmus study/placement period abroad when you return and provide
feedback if requested by your home university, the European Commission
or the National Agency.

If you have a problem:

Identify the problem clearly and check your rights and obligations.

Contact your departmental coordinator for Erasmus and use the formal
appeals procedure of your home university if necessary.

If you remain dissatisfied,
contact your National Agency.
